Widnes Wasps Club Championship

Club Standards Plaques and Club Trophies are awarded at the Widnes Wasps Annual Presentation Night which usually takes place in February.
The championship year runs from the 1st January to the 31st of December.  For race results to count:

1. Race results must be officially recorded.

2. In races using ‘chips’ the chip time counts otherwise the ‘gun’ time counts

3. Races must be run in Widnes Wasps club vest or t-shirt.

4. Widnes Wasps membership fees must be fully paid by the date of the race.

Club Standards Plaques
Standards Plaques are awarded to members who have achieved set times in race distances according to their age category.  More than one standard plaque will only be awarded in each age category if a member’s race time takes her to a higher standard. Widnes Wasps club standards can be found on the website. A special plaque is also awarded to members who complete marathons.
Club Trophies
1. Athlete of the Year  

Awarded to the member with the highest championship points score
2. Runner-up Athlete of the Year
Awarded to the member with the second highest championship points score
3. Most Improved Athlete of the Year
Awarded to the member with the most improved points score when comparing the last two championship years.

Club Championship Points

The Club Championship points for trophies cover seven race distances 

1. 5k

2. 5 mile

3. 10k

4. 10 mile

5. Half-marathon

6. 20 mile 

7. Marathon
Only the best point score in each race distance counts. So the trick is to do as many races of different distances as possible. If you complete 3 x 10k races only your best 10k score will count. If you complete a 5k, a 5mile and a 10k then you will have 3 races to score.
